FEDERAL:

• At FCM last week we heard an update on the 
Federal Government 2009 Economic Action Plan 
which does two things 

1. Speeds up and streamlines existing 
Building Canada funding

2. Provides new funding

APPROX. TOTAL FUND promised         $419 million

ANNOUNCED TO DATE approx.          $210 million

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President’s Update 
Economic Stimulus Status

PROVINCIAL:

• To enable municipalities to access Stimulus funds in 
2009, the Alberta Government cut back

– MSI - $105 million

– AMIP (Alberta Municipal  Infrastructure Program)                          
- $123 million

- $228 million

• This money is presumably available for the one-third 
“new money” portion for federal programs

Where is it going?
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President’s Update 
Economic Stimulus Status

• Municipalities are ready to get to work.

• Municipalities need to keep our citizens 
employed and take advantage of the lower 
labour costs

• Municipalities must have projects completed by 
2011 to qualify for federal stimulus

If the Federal government has made money available to 
flow through to municipalities, and the Province has 
held back MSI and AMIP funds to qualify for that 
federal funding, then,

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President’s Update 
Note:

• The Provincial Capital Budget set aside for 2009-12 $580 
million ($212 million in 2009/10) that has been set aside 
for allocation to ministries. 

• The budget goes on to say this funding could be used as 
Alberta’s contribution towards projects eligible to receive 
federal stimulus funding or help address high-priority 
capital funding pressures that may arise.

• A portion has already been allocated to the Alberta First 
Responders ‘Radio Communication System.

Land Use Planning

June 2nd - Letter to Minister Morton re: Bill 36, 
Alberta Land Stewardship Act.

General agreement with legislation, however:

• We would have liked an appeal process within it, as 
AUMA requested earlier.

• We remind the Province that where we are given more 
responsibilities we also expect appropriate funding in 
accordance with our Principle 5. 

• We not pleased with the Government ignoring our 
nominees to Regional Advisory Councils, and have so 
advised the Premier in writing.
